My dear Senator:
By some mistake a letter I sent you some timeago never reached you for the reason that I had been misinformedas to your name. I sent it to Mr. Varney as I have Just beeninformed by the Post Office Department.
You may have heard that we are getting up a legislative peti¬tion to Governor Clement in the hope that he will call a specialsession of the legislature in order to ratify the Federal SuffrageAmendment before January first.
Senator Howland of Barre has consented to act as head of alegislative committee to call upon the Governor and ask himto state the conditions upon which he will call a special sessionand we are hoping to have the signatures of a majority of themen in both houses to be handed to him at that time. I amenclosing a blank with the hope that you will respond to ourappeal. I tried to call upon you when in Barre this week, butyou were not then in town. Mr. Howland is to choose his owncommittee and I trust that you will be willing to serve shouldhe ask you.
The status of ratification is such that Vermont may have tobe the thirty-sixth state to finish ratification before nextPresidential primaries. Fifteen million American women willvote for President whether we get ratification or not, and wefeel that it would be sad to have Vermont be in the position ofholding up the women of the rest of the nation.
