And remember immediately on the receipt of this to writeme, that I may know the draft came safely to hand.In relation to speaking on Texas Idid as I phrased and word a speech whichunnoticeddid not fall unnoticed on the house. I havesent copies , but do not feel quite certain how far it will be acceptable.
The case in which I am engaged in the SupremeCourt here will not be reached this term, andI am glad it passes over, as it will give metime for better preparation.It is now very cold here and although thethermometer would probably not show a lowerdegree than probably 10 or 15 above zero yetto our feeling it seems as cold as zero inVermont. Here whenever it is cold it is alsowindy. No snow.My friend Geo. Green of Ky. Remainssick and keeps his room. He is troubled withgrave complaints but it is here a very generaltime of health.My being excused from the committee on public lands has been to me this session agreat relief as the committee on Manufactures to which I belong has little to do.Nothing will be agitated in relation tothe tariff this session.
