It is a little curiousthat some of the most valuable ar-ticles standing with the others werenot taken. It is thought the thiefsupposed them plated & not silver.Another house in the same vicin-ity was robbed the same night &about double the amount of platetaken.It is much more the practicenow to be absent on visits homeby members than when I was formerlyin Congress. I entertain the in-tention to avail myself of this practice & visit my family sometime this spring or forepart ofsummer. In doing so I shall
much rely on your opinion asto time. I should like to go in Maybut you know I regard June as theperfection of beauty in Vermont &I feel as if I could not entirely looseit this year.
