The Sigma Nu house isbeing used as a hospital for the menand it may be necessary to take overanother house for this purpose. Lieut.-Col. Leonhaeuser stated that none ofthe cases had appeared serious as yet,but as the disease is an unknown quan-tity, every possible precaution will betaken. All passes will be refused andunder no consideration will the menbe allowed to go home in order to em-ploy their family physicians, for themen here, although at a university, arejust as much a part of the U. S. Armyas if they were in a regular camp orover in France and are thereby sub-ject to all the rules and regulationsof the army.All of the cases among the womenhave been mild. When it was firstnoticed to be developing at the dormi-tories, classes for the women werecancelled, and, as soon as anyone con-tracted the disease, she was taken tothe hospital. In this way the situationsoon became improved and classes wereresumed again yesterday.So far, the drilling has consisted incompany movements, squad evolutions,and the school of the soldier. As mili-tary training has superseded physicalculture for the time being, some timeis also spent in physical exercises. Un-der the able direction of Capt. Pardoe,Lieuts. Sprague and Manseau, and 1stSgt. Nelson, the company is fast gain-ing proficiency in marching and drill-ing. 368MemorandaUNIVERSITY NOTESTwo Companies of S. A. T. C. Quaran-tined Because of Influenza CasesYesterday morning Companies D and Eof the S. A. T. C. were put in quarantinebecause of the rapid spread of influenzacases among them. The well navy menwere put in the building on Colchesteravenue, just east of the Medical Col-lege. Company C is completely movedinto the new barracks and in quarantinethere, while Company D is in the bar-racks where it has been since the open-ing. The Sigma Nu house and theKappa Sigma house are now both in useas emergency hospitals.All classes for S. A. T. C. men havebeen suspended during the period ofquarantine. Women and non S. A. T. C.students will continue to attend classesunless some notice to the contrary ismade.Because of the spread of influenzaamong the college men and because ofthe demobilization order, Dr. Marvinprobably will be unable to give the phy-sical examinations to the R. O. T. C.men before next year. The epidemic willrequire his constant attention for sometime. As soon as it has been subduedthe second medical examination of bothsections of the S. A. T. C. will occupy histime for more than three weeks.A total of 65 men are now ill with influ-enza at the war schools of the university,there being 19 new cases, some of them inCompany D. There are no new casesamong the girls in the girls' department.Most of the cases are light.BARRACKS NO. 6(Phi Delta Theta)Barracks No. 6 now enjoys unusualdistinction. First, it has the recordof being the cleanest barracks of theeight. This in itself is enough to raisethe house above the others, but it isnot all. This barracks donated moremoney per individual to the War WorkCampaign than any other. The aver-age at the "Phi Delt" was $16.50 perman.
