1909MayMon3Mrs. Ellett and I went down-town to see about my reservationand looked around the stores some.Its almost hot. The streets are verywide and the buildings not ashigh. Real good stores. We wentover to Mrs. E's mother's in theafternoon, played & sang etc. RobAdams called at about 4 had a nicevisit with him. Went to the Orpheumin a box party in the evening Mr. Ebrought us flowers to wear, I had abunch of viol pansies. Good showWe had supper at the Albany afterward. Home at 1. Lovely moon-light night.
1909MayTues4Tennse [Tennessee?] Pass 10,240 ft abovesea level the highestpoint reached by standardrail - Mr. E. saw me off at 8:A:Mwarm nice day. Great scenery allalong we stopped 20 mins. at Pueblo &got out & got some cards. Grew hot to-ward noon, but clear and lovely.We went thro the Royal Gorge atabout 2:30 Its beyond description.The snow capped range from there onwas beautiful too. 1909DecemberFri31Bill's birthday and the lastday of old 1909. Sewed; anddid house work the childrenwere over. I went to the Dentistsat four oclock. R.C. came onthe 5:19. We all went to theFireman's. Rubber took Bill. Wewent to choir rehearsal first.Had a dandy time dancedall the time until 1:45. Coldnight. There was a big crowdthere someone said over 400in the hall.
