Went tothe lib. a few minutes & call-ed on Nell. Went down tosee Helen after finishing myregister then down and watch-ed them bowl awhile.
NovemberTues24We've been ratherlate getting up these morn-ings. Mother washed mygrey skirt yesterday and Ipressed it and it looks likenew again. Club met atMary Mason's and wehad lots of fun. She playedthe graphaphone and wedidn't get home until abouteleven. It was awfully dark.Mr. Mason is better.

I'm starting aneveryday waist. Mr. H. cameon the 5:19. I went down & watch-ed the bowling with Mr. & Mrs.Brooks. Father & Mr. H. bowledthe highest score. DecemberTues1Leslie & Stanhopewere here most of themorning and I was in-terrupted so much I didn'tget on much with my waist.Robert had a slight operationtoday. I took Leslie to walk inthe afternoon. Metz went toChelsea today to testifie [testify] at court.Club met at Stella's. it isgrowing much colder andthe wind howled all night.
DecemberWed223Wind has blownlike 'the old boy' as mothersays, all day. Finishedthe house work early & sewed.Leslie, Robert & Stanhope play-ed out & in all morning. Itslovely & clear but so windy.We sewed all afternoon andI went down town late. Spentthe evening at home all readsewed etc. The wind stillblows. My vacation is gettinggone oh! dear! 'ain't it awfulMabel?'
DecemberThur3Clear day but colderthan Greenland's Icies.Mother and I cooked andsewed. I'm having a 'darned'time with some tucked sleevesI'm making. I went downto the 5:19 to meet Metz. She'sbeen over to Chelsea a couple ofdays. In the evening Bill, Metz,and I went down to the bowlingtournament. Father and Mr. H.are ahead so far. The boys wereover this morning.
DecemberFri4A little warmer. I got upand 'did' the halls & shook therugs before I went to thedentist's. Metz came up at noonand I walked down to Brewster'swith her on an errand. Shestayed and visited until 4 oclock.I sewed some but my waist is'coming on' slowly.Choir rehearsal in the even-ing. Mother went down to Alice B'son business & Bill went to asocial at the Meth. Church givenfor the lady clerks of the town.
DecemberSat5Went to the dentistsagain in the morning.Came home and sewed.Amos and I went for a walkin the afternoon, lovely butcold. I had to go to the dentistsagain at four. They areskating on the river - A.B.was up in the eveningand we played cards. Lovelymoonlight night but colderthan anything we'e hadso far.
DecemberSun6Clear morning butcold good congregation. Myvacation has just flown. Theroads are hard and smoothand look like wheeling. Theboys were over in the afternoonMr. H. & I went for a walk be-fore church time. Aftermeeting we had welch rabbitand Guy's people were over.Mr. Metzger spoke aboutDr. Grenfell and his greatwork in Labrador. Got to bedin good season against themorrow.

DecemberThur10Cold morning about12° below, but clear. I walk-ed to school, didn't mind ita bit, it took me just an hour.Mr. Mann came up for meand we went home lively, Idrove most of the way. Wesewed, read and went tobed early, rather cold night.
DecemberFri11Snowy again andI took my pony again.I let the pupils make'cards' in the afternoon wehad no recess and got outearly. Still snowing whenI went home. We had achoir rehearsal before the show.'Granstark'. It was very good.We all enjoyed it. We wentdown to the dance afterward.It has grown warmer.
DecemberSat12Cooked etc. The'Bethany Girls' had a carnivaland made $55. Everythinglooked very pretty. They aregetting very busy at thestore. Father bowled awhile inthe afternoon and I stayedat the store. Had a nice letterfrom Petie she may go throhere next week. Worked onXmas presents in the even-ing.
DecemberSun13Still quite warmbut clouding up andlooks like snow again.Bill did go to church as herthroat is on the bum. Mr. B &Copie were there, fine con-gregation and sermon. Idid not stay to S.S. rather 'all-in'Mr. B walked up with me.We made corn balls afterdinner. Guy's people were over.Father & I went to evening meet-ing, Bill's throat is on the bum.
DecemberMon14Drove my Dolly. Itrained and snowed offand on. I wrote a longletter to Aunt H. at noon. Brother-hood meeting in the evening.Father & Mr. H. bowled but didn'tfinish up as well as they be-gan the tournament. Bill,mother & I sewed. I am mak-ing some collars for Xmas. Justmust be getting busy withmy presents. Letter from R.C. he iscoming up the 23d.
DecemberTues15Rather hard travell-ing & was a few min-utes late. The girls are to bein a cantata at the village &were excused yesterday to attendthe rehearsals. I got dressedand went down town to doerrands when I got home. Ithas moderated a whole lot.Bill went to the store awhile.Grace came over & sewed withus. Mr. H. read aloud to us.
DecemberWed16Some colder but nice.Got home in good season.Father, Mr. H, Grace & Guywent to the Minstrel show. Wehad a choir rehearsal first atthe Parish House. Bill & I sewedawhile & retired early. Had aletter from Maurine with someHighgate films, she is ashappy as a clam in highwater she's been marriedeight weeks.
DecemberThur17Very cold but alovely morning. Myhands were cold by thetime I had put up my horse.It has clouded up againand looks like more snow.The rehearsals for the cantataare going finely. Began tocloud up toward night.Stayed home and sewedthen we had a game ofcards before retiring. I fixedbags of Xmas candy for mykids.
DecemberFri1824It snowed hardwhen I went up andkept it up all day. One ofthe Eastern Talk men fell onthe ice at the mill & brokeboth bones of his leg. They brothim to the sanitorium.Choir rehearsal was calledoff as the stores were open &several are laid up withcolds. We stayed home,sewed and played cards.
DecemberSat19Beautiful day.Very busy at the store.Had a card from Petesaying she was going throon the 3. I phoned her andshe stopped off. We madecalls the rest of the afternoonMr. H and mother helped inthe store so they let me off. Wewent down town in theevening did errands, thenbowled. Lovely night. Billis just sick with a cold. Hernew suit has come.
DecemberSun20Beautiful day. Billstayed in bed in the morn-ing. The church waspacked. Music went O.K. Billand I each had a beautybunch of violets to wear. Petewore Bill's. Mr. H. took BP & meto ride in the afternoon Lovelyride up by the Sanford farmand home thro the Center, finesleighing. Bill feels somebetter. Father & I went toevening meeting.
DecemberMon21I went down tosee Pete off. came home& cooked then went tothe store. Didn't have to goback in the evening butstayed home and sewed.Grace was over and weplayed a game beforeretiring. Mr. H. read aloud'Pigs is Pigs', perfectly killing.Busy all day at the store.
DecemberTues22Cold day real Xmasweather. I started reading'The Brase [Brass] Bowl' after I gotto bed. Busy day at the store.Mr. H came down early & gotready to start for Natick. Xmaspackages have begun toarrive. 9 to so busy Bill & I donot go home to half our meals.The house looks like 'Sam Hill'.We picnic off the kitchen shelfand only sleep at home.
DecemberWed23Another cold day.of course awfully busy.Mrs. Vinton was down.Mary isn't coming home, theCo. Arthur is with have beenburned out & are moving.Mr. H went on the 10:17. R.C.is in town. Was writing letterson our type writer all morn-ing. Louise and Harry werein the store Louise is lookingfine. R.C. walked up with me.Cold night. I read in mybook after I got to bed veryinteresting -
DecemberThur24Fine day but cold.Very busy. Mr. & Mrs Walkerwere coming in the storelast evening. Walt Woodwardis coming home in Feb. &Carrie & he are to be marriedhere. Bill & I went to the cantatain the evening at the Music Hall.It was fine. Grace took the boys.They were delighted. John C. isin town. Many people arehome for the holidays. Finish-ed my book when I got home.
DecemberFri25Snowy all day &much warmer. Fatherand Bill went to the storein the morning. Mother & Icleaned the house and fixedthe tree. Slews of things. Wehad dinner at Guy's thencame over for the tree. Theboys were wild, just dancedup & down. We called atMetzger's, Aunt Hanna's, Clara's,Brooks', Mortons', Walshes', Wedg-woods etc. Catherine's twosisters Elizabeth & Nettie arehere.
DecemberSat26Still cloudy & snowybut warmer. Did muchneeded house work allmorning. We had lots of presentsFather gave Bill & me lovely goldwatches, I had a doz. linen hand-kerchiefs, alike, 5 different lovelyones, 2 collar bows, one little velvettie with tassels, a silk crêpe scarf,big box of Bailey's ooze leather covereddiary, Eugene Field's poems, silkwork bag, lovely light blue silksuit case cover, pair gold pins,safty [safety] pin case, slews of post cards,jewel & money case to wear around theneck, etc. Father, mother & the rest hadthe usual amount of things & the boysjust slews of toys. I bumed around withLouise in the afternoon & Mary Masontook Bill & me driving in the evening
DecemberSun27Lovely day, finecongregation. MildredPeck took dinner andspent the rest of the day withus. I took the boys to walk.Father and I went to meet-ing. Alice and Helen calledin the afternoon. Helen wasout sleighing with J.C. yester-day also went to 'The Devil'with him. The show wasn'tmuch good we didn't miss much.Went to bed at ten for the firsttime in ages. Twelve is gettingto be our stylish hour & I looklike a 'last rose'.
DecemberMon28Lovely morning andI drove up to school asusual. Bill is still feelingrather bum but some better.We all went down to hearCol. Chandler on 'Lincoln and theCivil war' in the evening. Itwas very interesting the housewas filled. Bill is buried in the'Brass Bowl'. The kids thot mynew watch just great. Wroteto Pete, Mary H, Margaret, Maurineand Grandma Smith.
DecemberTues29Somewhat colder, butnice. School as usualI'm feeling rather 'in'but manage to survive.Bill and I were invited overto spend the evening withMildred and Hazel T. we hadlots of fun putting 'jig-saw'puzzle together. Mary M. M.was there too, Had a dandynew kind of candy calledsea-foam. Letters fromPetie, and Margaret today.
DecemberWed30Stormy day, schoolwent well got home ingood season. Stormy nightwe played cards all the even-ing. Mr. H. came. Petie can'tcome down for the Ball but willtry to stop later. We had lots offine playing 'bid whist'. Fatherand I trimed [trimmed] them. Billand Guy have a 'jig sawpuzzle craze they are jiggingit most of the time. Its quitefastinating [fascinating]
DecemberThur31Last day of 1908. Theyear certainly has flown.Last day of school for thisyear got home in goodseason. Bill didn't feel ableto go to 'the ball'. Clarance Webb,Mildred, Grace, Guy, Mr. H & Iwent we had a fine time. Gotin at 3:30 A:M. Welby McCollom,Elton Fish, and other oldfriends were there. Beautifulstarry night. Well goodby tothe old year, its been a jollyone. Here's hoping that 1909 willbe as good to us all.
