My own views of our foreign policyare not generally shared by thosepresent.  I believe I represent theVermont idea of independencethro' not isolation.  Most of thosepresent were isolationists-Perhaps Taft, White and I agree.The others were McNary, VanderbergTownshend and Lodge.Best love,Warren
