Minority report and Iled the floor fight whichwas so successful.It means that we haverefused again to break thebarrier that separatesthe State functions fromthe Federal functions.  Itsaves to the several statesand municipalities andTaxing Districts theirimmunity from taxation
by the Federal government.  "Thepower to tax is the powerto destroy" if it appliedto such an essential functionof government as that ofanticipatory taxes by borrowingmoney.  The Brown amendmentwould have permitted Washingtonto tax St. Albans bank issues.Best love,Warren
